The Frontier of the Future

The Fort Dodge, lowa Silgan facility began
selling cans commercially in August of 1987.
Today it is recognized as one of the most
technically advanced aluminum food can
plants in the country.

Silgan Fort Dodge produces several dif-
ferent types of products within the containers
business. We produce aluminum two piece
draw redraw cans and steel and aluminum
converted ends.

There are approximately 175 full-time
employees working at the Silgan Fort Dodge
facility.
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In 1850 soldiers arrived where the Des Moines
River and the Lizard Creek met and constructed

a new military post soon to be named Fort Dodge
and was active until 1853. The town of Fort Dodge
was platted in 1854 and its future was secured
when the Land Office and four railroads arrived in
the area. Growth continued throughout the com-
munity after the discovery of gypsum.

These days, Fort Dodge has a population of
over 26,000. The city is located just an hour and
a half north of Des Moines, three and a half hours
south of Minneapolis/St. Paul, and six hours west
of Chicago. Fort Dodge is considered a regional
hub for retail, recreation and industry and it is
rapidly expanding in terms of population growth
and economic development.
